SUBJECT: 2024-25 Golden State Teacher Grant Rosters Temporarily Closed 

This Special Alert from the California Student Aid Commission (Commission) 
provides an important update for the 2024-25 Golden State Teacher Grant (GSTG) 
Program. Given the number of applications received to date and proposed 
reduction in the 2024-25 State Budget for the GSTG Program, the Commission is 
halting the institutional eligibility verification process until the State Budget is 
finalized. This is a temporary measure until the 2024-25 GSTG budget allocation 
and overall program eligibility structure is defined and approved in the final State 
Budget next month. 

•  2024-25 GSTG rosters are temporarily closed for institutional review, but  
GSTG applications remain open.   The application confirmation student  
communication has been updated to indicate that award  processing has  
paused until the enactment of the State Budget.  

• The Commission will send additional communications regarding 2024-25 
GSTG awards after the State Budget is finalized.
